8.0 EXTERNAL LIGHTING AND SECURITY STATEMENT 

• Proposed external lighting will be installed to help create a welcoming and safe atmosphere after dark 
as well as providing appropriate amenity lighting to car parking and for goods movement / deliveries 
through the site to predefined loading bays. 

• Proposed external lighting levels will, as a minimum, achieve the recommended design criteria 
guidance as laid out in: 

▫ CIBSE/SLL Code for Lighting; 
▫ CIBSE LG06 “The Outdoor Environment”; and 
▫ ILE “Guidance notes for the Reduction of Obtrusive Light”. 

• The proposed external lighting design criteria is perpetuated from the previously extended spur off 
Yewtree Avenue, ensuring the proposed lighting levels are consistent and aligned to the surrounding 
master plan.  

• Lighting will be provided by a combination of building mounted, column mounted and bollard 
luminaires. The strategy adopted to minimise light pollution will be careful selection and positioning 
of luminaires to avoid obtrusive light, light trespass beyond the boundary and to minimise glare.  

• The management of obtrusive light, light trespass and glare will be controlled to the entire 
surrounding area generally, as well as specific assessment and considerations provided to the 
following three key areas: - 

▪ Existing neighbouring properties 

▪ Surrounding habit / local ecology reliant on the nearby nature centre to feed (including 
nocturnal bats) 

▪ Approaching East and West bound trains 

• No direct and/or discomfort glare will be provided to the public using Foxlands Lane or to approaching 
train drivers, with all luminaire source intensities compliant with Environmental Zone E3 within ‘ILE 
Guidance Notes for the Reduction of Obtrusive GN01:2011.’ 

• The proposed external lighting design will adopt a light glare management strategy, including the 
following methods of control: - 

▪ Column mounted lighting designed to minimise the mounting height of luminaires, whilst 
maintaining an efficient scheme and minimising glare. 

▪ Considerate luminaire selection and positioning, including the specification of necessary 
glare baffles/louvers and the configuration appropriate luminaire tilt angles  

▪ Lighting power (on/off/dim) controls to external areas will be provided to reduce the hours 
of operation during non-occupied and occupied periods to minimise the effects to 
neighbours and ecology. 

• The facility will be highly secure given the critical nature of the internal accommodation. The required 
need for external security lighting will be carefully considered to provide a minimum amount of 
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security lighting across site where practical, with enhancements limited to key areas such site entry 
points at the boundary and into each main building etc. 

• The proposed lighting scheme will be installed in two phases: 

▪ Phase 1 – Area A (limited to building 1 site boundary), Area B and Area C.  

▪ Phase 2 - Area A (remaining building 2 boundary). 

• CCTV cameras shall be provided around the perimeter of the site to provide surveillance coverage to 
all areas within the secure perimeter of the site. 
 

• For Area’s A and C, there will be no surveillance extending beyond the secure perimeter overlooking 
public areas. This will be achieved by adopting a CCTV system design with masking and camera stops. 
Surveillance in public areas is limited to Area B – the north car park. 

 

8.1 EXTERNAL LIGHTING DESIGN 

The proposed external lighting design criteria, external luminaire selection, and design assessments are 
included on the following drawings (included in appendix B – separate document):

The drawings demonstrate an outline code compliant external lighting strategy, ensuring that the 
development is non-obtrusive in illumination in contrast to the existing local vernacular. 

8.2 EXTERNAL SECURITY DESIGN 

It is proposed to provide a site wide CCTV system linked to the main gatehouse. The system will provide site 
wide general surveillance with enhanced provision at site and building entry and exit points.  

A CCTV system linked to the proposed development security gatehouse will also be provided to the North 
Carpark extension covering the access point and car parking area. 

The high definition CCTV system will provide 24/7 monitoring  

Cameras will either be building mounted or located on poles.  

Careful consideration will be given to the design of the system to ensures surveillance is limited to onsite 
activities only, with the exception of the North Carpark extension, and is non-obtrusive on neighbouring areas. 
This will be achieved through careful positioning and also through implementing masking region on specific 
camera views where required.
